Geoff Winter -
Income Protection

We all like to think we're
invincible, but who would
imagine an accident like this?
Just before Christmas last year,
TV personality, Geoff Winter,

was seriously injured when a

runaway truck smashed into his

Geoff's Toyota was flung more
than 20 metres and landed on
its roof.

As a result of the accident, Geoff
spent time in intensive care and
three months in Hampstead
Rehabilitation Clinic. Here, Geoff
and his Financial Adviser, Chris
Harris, talk about Geoff's
decision to take out Income
Replacement insurance with
Zurich (only three weeks before
the accident) and the process of
making a claim. How, then, did
Chris go about recommending

"Well, we were in a meeting in
November last year", Chris
recalls, "and | said, 'mate, we'd
better have a chat about some
income protection insurance for
you."

"I broke my neck in
the accident and had major
bruising of the spinal cord.
Even now I still get very
tired."”

"Having the policy meant that
at least the pressure was off
financially and | could fully
focus on getting well. When
you have injuries such as |
did, your mental state of mind
is very important. | think if |
was stressed about paying
bills as well | would have
taken a lot longer to heal. It
also meant that my partner
could get some help in the
house as she was in visiting
me every day."

Superannuation Hints and Tips

YOU AND YOUR SUPER

For many of us, our superan-
nuation may be the biggest
investment we will ever have. It
will also play a significant part
in determining the sort of life-
style we enjoy when we do
decide to retire. For that
reason, our superannuation is
more than just a fund we
contribute 9% of our salary to,
it's an investment in our future,
and one that it very much
affected by how engaged we
arein it.

THINK AHEAD

Your superannuation is usually
a long term investment, which
means it's a good idea to think
about what you can do now to
make sure you have enough
later. Here are just a few things
to consider:

Consolidate your super —

If you’ve had more than one job
in your life, then there’s a good
chance that you have more
than one super fund. Having
more than one fund can end up
costing you money in the long
run. By consolidating your
super into one account, not
only do you avoid paying
multiple administration fees
but it means you have less
paperwork to manage. (There is

no charge for accepting roll-
overs, however it is a good idea
to check with your fund to
determine if there are exit fees
for moving your benefit or other
loss of benefits such as
insurance).

Top up your super with after tax
contributions - making
additional contributions to your
super fund can have a
significant impact on how much
you have in retirement.
Consider the following example
....If you had an initial super
balance of $10,000 when you
were 25 years old and left it
alone until you were 65, you
would have a total of $217,245
( figure based on annual return
of 8%pa. No allowances made
for inflation, taxation, fees or
expenses). But if you started
with the same amount and
topped it up with $1,000 each
year then you would have
$476,302.

Salary Sacrifice -

An easy way to top up your
super is by ‘salary sacrificing’.
Salary sacrificing lets you make
an additional contribution to
your super fund from you pre
tax salary. Not only can this
boost your retirement savings,
it can also be a useful tax-
effective investment strategy if

There is an estimated 6.4
million lost super accounts in
Australia, holding around $13
million in unclaimed super
money. If you think you might
have some lost super, the
easiest way to search for it is
via Superseeker, the ATO’s
online search tool. Using your
Tax File Number, Superseeker
will look for your lost superan-
nuation and instantly provide
you with possible matches.
